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What is the Early Years
Foundation Stage?

* The Early Years Foundation Stage

(EYFS) is the stage of education for
children from birth to the end of the
Reception year.

» It is based on the recognition that

children learn best through play and
active learning.
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The EYFS is based
on 4 themes:
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1 A Unique Child

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Within the theme of Learning and
Development there are three prime
areas and four specific areas.

All areas are connected to one another
and are equally important.

Communication and Language

session



A typical afternoon .....

- 12.45 Come in and register

- 12.50-13.20 Circle time and discuss afternoon

activities.
- 13.20-14.45 Child led activities - indoors and
outdoors.

- 1445-15.15  Tidy up time and story time.
The school day finishes at 15.15 and children will be

handed over to you from the classroom door.
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The first few weeks

We will find out what the children
already know and can do
and use this information to help us develop an
individual learning programme
for each child.

Each child has their own, 'Learning Journal’ (an online
system called Tapestry and will be continued if
already using one in Preschool). We keep evidence
of their learning and samples of work, photographs
and videos to show what they have been doing. We
value any contribution that you would like to make to
in order to celebrate all their development.

You will be invited to discuss
how your child has settled in
and their progress so far at
the parents’' evening in October.
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Homework

*Their Learning Journal keeps a diary of

daily events; this is a link between home
and school and we value any contribution
you wish to make in the journal.

*‘Reading and homework - after the

children have settled they will begin to
bring reading books home and activities
that you might like to do to support and
investigative their learning at home.



Early Reading

We will hold a Reading Meeting in the first half

term to help you gain a deeper of understanding
of what we do in school and how you can support
your child but remember:

* Books / reading is key to learning.

- Parents are the child's first teachers

in helping children to read and love
books.

» Stories can help develop imagination
and language.
