Learning is tailored to the children's individual interests, therefore we do sometimes divert
from our themed topic to accommodate this. The children lead their own learning and the
teachers engage with them to support and extend this, ensuring learning is meaningful and
relevant fo each child.

To support our Personal, Social and Emotional development, we will be thinking about feelings
and relationships. Children will develop their ability to deal with feelings in a positive way,
learning to play with others cooperatively. We will also continue to encourage independence
with our older children, especially putting on coats / hats and personal hygiene. Thank you so
much for the encouragement you give them at home also, it really does help us here at
Preschool and to prepare them for their journey into Reception in September.
