Having read the attached information and visited the website there maybe questions you wish to ask. Please send these into the office and we will collate these and share the information with parents. On Wednesday 19th   June please ensure your child arrives with a disposable packed lunch and an extra water bottle as well as their case! Please ensure the children are able to carry their own cases too! Do not provide any sweets for the bus journey but do let us know if your child suffers from travel sickness.  Children are not allowed to bring mobile phones, expensive cameras, electronic games, iPods or MP3 players, expensive favourite clothing or shoes. Kingswood can’t accept liability for the loss, theft or damage of any personal property your child may bring. Please ensure all jewellery is left at home (children will not be allowed to wear earrings / necklaces / bracelets etc. for obvious reasons).  Children are able to bring £6 in an envelope / purse / wallet to spend at the tuck shop and it is their responsibility to manage this money whilst we are away.

Whilst we are away, we will update Miss Solomon in the school office of any relevant information so that she will be able to share this with you.
During our stay the children will be split into two smaller groups to complete the range of activities on offer over the three days.  Mrs Morris and I will be providing pastoral support whilst the experts lead on the various activities. When we are not taking part in an activity we will be directly responsible for the children (including during the night).
